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Minutes of June 5, 2008 Meeting

Meeting was called to order by Rick Eckert.  Present at tonight’s meeting were Leon Lakritz, Harry Larzelere, Rich Fini, Jodi Smith, Chet Nawoyski, Lola Pellegrino, Vicky Binetti, and Robin and Kevin Dahm.  Minutes of May 1, 2008 meeting were approved as submitted on a motion by Leon Lakritz, seconded by Harry Larzelere.

Guests

FBF Realty, L.L.C. (Fazzio)

Representatives from Dolan Contractors, Inc. and FBF Realty, L.L.C. were present tonight to discuss plans for the construction of a 144,773 sq. ft. commercial building on 21+ acres of land which includes a first floor retail store which will offer hardware and building materials and a second floor storage area.  They indicated that these plans, as well as the tree plan, are in the process of being revised.  The project is located within Tiers 1, 2 and 3 of the wellhead protection area of Township Well #16.  Well #16 was previously found to be contaminated, and additional treatment has been installed to remove the contaminant (1,2,3-trichloropropane) from the ground water.

The Applicant stated that limited pipe cutting is performed in contained housing, and no metal washing or industrial solvents will be used on site.  Paints used are latex. Storm water will be directed through inlets/pipes to a single infiltration basin at the western end of the property.  The project will have public sewer; there will be approximately 146 parking spaces and a crane runway.  The storage lot will remain unpaved.


Applicant is requesting a waiver from the tree ordinance.  An estimated 125 trees (total of 1058”) subject to the Tree Preservation Ordinance would be removed.  Compensation required would be 353 tree inches, or an equivalent 141 trees of 2.5-inch diameter, or compensation to the Tree Trust Fund.

The Commission recommended that the Applicant consult the NJ Department of Environmental Protection industrial storm water management regulations regarding any requirements for the storage yard.  The Commission will await receipt of applicant’s revised plans before making a recommendation to the Planning Board.
Treasurer’s Report


Our preliminary budget has a balance of $979.02.  Final budget for 2008 has not been approved by Council.

Wellhead Protection


Vicky Binetti brought photos of a display she prepared on behalf of the Environmental Commission in the Margaret Heggan Library that depicted ways to protect our drinking water.  The library requested the display for the month of June.

She also mentioned the receipt of a report from Manorcare relevant to their remediation plan.  Vicky and Leon Lakritz have not had an opportunity to review the report so they had no further comments tonight.


Vicky Binetti also reported reading a legal notice in the Gloucester County Times wherein a company known as Dynamic Tint proposes to operate a business in a Township wellhead protection area that would tint automobile windows.
State Plan

Earth Day 2009


Lola Pellegrino said we should consider placing the Earth Day banner in a more visible spot other than at the Stone House where the angle does not make for easy reading.  A suggestion was made to display the banner next year across Egg Harbor Road from the Stone House Village, on Township open space.

ANJEC Grant


ANJEC responded to our application for a matching grant from their Smart Growth Planning Grant program. They have indicated preliminarily that they would consider funding an update of our environmental resource inventory, but not the next phase, to develop a tree plan for the Township.  The Commission will need to explore possible options for matching funds for the grant. 
Mayor’s Climate Control Protection Agreement


Rick Eckert forwarded the signed copy of the Mayor’s Climate Protection Agreement to the U.S. Conference of Mayors in Washington, DC.  The Environmental Commission will form a sub-committee to create a plan of action including recommendations that Mayor Moriarty can consider to implement a Climate Protection Plan for Washington Township.
New Business
Rich Fini highlighted projects before the Planning and Zoning Boards as follows:

Planning Board Meeting 5/6/08

· FBF Realty, LLC, located at 2760 Glassboro-Cross Keys Road.  This was a work session for a major site plan and minor subdivision.

· Nancy Jane Verrilli at 203 Salina Road – Applicant did not appear.

· Joe Scafisi at 342 Johnson Road.  Project consists of five homes on five lots.  Applicant seeks a waiver from an Environmental Impact Worksheet and a Phase I.  Although this property has been a small homeowner lot, there are concerns that the property may have been previously farmed.  There are trees on the site, and they agreed to submit a tree plan. It was also noted that there are storm water basins planned for each lot

· Metro PCS located at 205 Fries Mill Road.  This is a use variance for additional; antennas on the Fries Mill water tower.

· Black Horse Pike Animal Hospital – Board agreed to tree compensation; permitted compensation to be included in performance bond.

Wellhead Protection in Neighboring Communities


Inasmuch as certain neighboring communities overlap in our wellhead protection zones, Rick Eckert made a suggestion that we consider contacting these municipalities to see if they are amenable to adopt a wellhead protection ordinance.  This would ensure that we are fully protected when Township lines are crossed on planning or zoning board applications.  With the Commission’s approval, Rick Eckert agreed to start the process and make the initial contacts.
