-  Working with WTHS to build a second shot put pit.  Also, the board will present to Kevin Murphy, Athletic Director at WTHS their cost analysis for a garage at the WTHS to hold program’s equipment.

NITROS CHEERLEADING:  Mrs. Gervasi stated the program has started practicing.
LACROSSE:  No one was present from this board.
BASEBALL:  Mr. Piccoli reported:
-  The board received a number of resumes for the three (3) open board positions.  The board is recommending John Radetich for Treasurer; Anthony Grasso and Bob Kane to fill those positions.

Mr. Ragazzino moved to approve the appointment of John Radetich, Anthony

Grasso and Bob Kane to the Baseball Advisory Board.  The motion received a 

second as was approved.
-  The Snack Stand at the Baseball complex is currently run by Lucille Piccoli and Dawn Becht with part-time workers.  As the Snack Stand is not making the money that it should, Mr. Piccoli suggested an increase of $20-$25 in registration fees to cover the payment of Snack Stand salaries. Members of the SAB suggested the board consider putting out a bid proposal for an outside source to come in and run the stand March through November.
-  SAB reminded Baseball their Booster Club Financial Report is due at the October meeting.  This should include a bank statements showing opening and closing balances.
-  The SAB recommended a ballot vote for the selection of officers. 
-  $5,000 is still outstanding from the Memorial Day Tournament.
The meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
