SPORTS ADVISORY BOARD

Meeting of January 28, 2008


The meeting was called to ordered at 7:05 p.m. by President, Charlie Muracco, at the 

Washington Township Municipal Building.  

The Pledge of Allegiance to the United States of American was recited.

Sports Advisory Board members in attendance were Rob Carr, Lisa Collins, Frank Ragozzino, Rich 

Silvesti, and Trey Slough.  Jim McKeever, Director of WT Municipal Services and Councilman, Frank Scarpato was also in attendance.

Mrs. Collins moved to approve the minutes of the December 17, 2007 meeting.


The motion received a second and was approved.
REORGANIZATION:


Mr. Ragozzino nominated Charlie Muracco as President of the Sports Advisory Board for the year 2008.  The nomination was seconded and approved unanimously.  Trey Slough was nominated as Vice President of the SAB for the year 2008.  The nomination was seconded and approved unanimously.

NITROS CHEERLEADING:

-  Mrs. Gervasi informed the SAB that Theresa Zambino has stepped down as Commissioner of this program as she is unable to do it.  There are only 25 girls registered and the program was not running well. There were also some discipline problems. The program had some problems with Orchard Valley Middle School which was used for practices.  The school complained that the girls are left off too early and were unsupervised and also the mats needed to be cleaned.  
-  A proposal for disbursement of Nitros Booster Club and Nitros Trust Fund monies was outlined.

-  The group has 130 uniforms and 9 mats.

-  Mrs. Williamson stated the she would like to see a program developed for those who cannot afford Showtyme.

-  Both Cheerleading boards will meet tomorrow night and early in February to see if they can combine the programs.
FOOTBALL CHEERLEADING:

- Bylaws and the Financial Report will be submitted at the next meeting.

- The board has one (1) position open and two (2) people have applied for the position. Resumes have been received.

- The board will be awarding their Volunteer Service Awards.

BASEBALL:

- It was noted that the fee increases for Team Sponsor ($150); New Sign ($350) and Redisplay of Sign ($150) with the proceeds going toward field improvements were approved by an SAB email vote.
- Amend bylaws so at the 10 year old level from an A team and a B Team to 2 equal teams. (First reading)

- Request for approval to charge $5.00 per player per tryout to the Hit Doctor for District tryouts.


Mrs. Collins moved to approve the $5.00 fee per player per tryout payable to the Hit


Doctor for District tryouts.  The motion received a second and was approved.

-Baseball’s Spring Social, a Beef and Beer, will be held at the Whitman Square Fire Hall on May 9, 2008.

The proceeds will be used for improvements at the WTPR Baseball Complex.


Mr. Silvesti moved to approve the Beef and Beer fundraiser to be held on May 9, 2008 with

the proceeds going to improvements at the complex. The motion received a second and was
 approved.

-Baseball along with the WTHS Grand Slam Club will hold a Golf Outing on May 16, 2008 with proceeds being divided between the two groups 60/40 (40% to WTPR Baseball).  Proceeds will go toward field improvements and the purchasing of a batting cage and pitching machine.

Mr. Carr moved to approve the Golf Outing to be held on May 16, 2008 with proceeds


going toward field improvements and purchasing equipment.

-Mr. Piccoli informed the SAB that Mr. Paul DeFrancesco and Frank Narducci both resigned from the Baseball Board.  Baseball requested approval of two (2) new board members, Jim McAllister and Dave Eggert.

Mr. Muracco informed the board that they must advertise for resumes to fill open board positions. 
-Baseball requested approval to sell baseball apparel at the snack stand with funds going to the Booster Club.

Mrs. Collins moved to approve the selling of Baseball apparel at the snack stand with funds


going to the Booster Club.  The motion received a second and was approved.

-Baseball requested approval for their Baseball Mania/Riversharks fundraiser.


Mr. Ragozzino moved to approve the Baseball Mania/Riversharks fundraiser. The motion


received a second and was approved.

BASKETBALL:

-The Basketball Financial report was submitted.  However, the Profit and Loss statement was not included.  Mr. Muracco asked for this to be provided.
-Mr. Vitola informed the SAB that there was an incident at an 11 year old boys’ game.  The incident will be reviewed by the Basketball Advisory Board.  Mr. Bill Sharkey was one of the coaches’ involved.  The outcome will be reported to the SAB.

FOOTBALL:

Mrs. DeStefano informed the SAB that the season is officially over and this is her last meeting representing Football.  Mike Mullen will be attending the meetings beginning in February.

LACROSSE:  No one from this board was in attendance. 
SOCCER:

- Spring Soccer sign-ups are now taking place online.  About 50% of the players are registered to date.

- Registration for the Easter Soccer Tournament on March 23 has 50 teams committed so far.  This is 10 ahead of last year at this time.
- The Soccer Advisory Board will be interviewing for travel team tryout evaluators.  Don D’Ambra and the Philadelphia Kixx had been doing the tryouts.  However, this year Mr. D’Ambra will be recruiting players for the South Jersey Elite teams through the Total Turf facility that is being built. The Board hopes to hold tryouts earlier this year.

- The Fundraiser position on the board is open.

- The 2008 Bylaws will be finalized and presented at the next SAB meeting.

- The program will need to borrow 2 fields from Gloucester County Community College in Deptford and will give a donation.

-  Mr. McKeever offered Soccer use of the Concession Stand at Washington Lake Park 

SOFTBALL:

-As of today, 511 have registered online.

- The equipment and uniforms have gone out for bid.

- The Softball Board is hoping to raise money to cover the dugouts at Washington Lake Park, purchase removable fences, cap the fences and purchase new batting cages.

RECREATION TASK FORCE:

Mr. McKeever stated the County could not put the question on the ballot.  The Task Force will meet in early February to map out strategy.  It was suggested that the Township hold a special election as the Fire District does.  However, the cost for a special election is $48,000.  
Once the petition is finished, Task Force members will go to each sports board’s meeting to ask for their support.

MEGAN’S LAW:

Mr. McKeever stated that the State Police will not be able to handle the fingerprinting. Fingerprinting will need to be done at Sagen Morpho.  The first time will be free with the Kanka fund providing the bulk of the funds.  All sports will need to charge each participant an additional $5.00 to cover these costs in the future.  Each sport board will be responsible for making sure each coach, assistant coach, team mom, etc. is given a form to have fingerprinting/background check done.
