REPORTS OF SPORTS BOARDS:

WRESTLING:  
- This Board has two (2) open positions at this time. They would like to have Mr. Steve Adriano approved to fill one of them.  They will post the other opening during the summer.  

BASKETBALL:  

-  The second reading of the bylaws was tabled until the next meeting due to the lack of quorum.  

-  Scholarship winners were Patrick O’Dea and Molly Duvall.

-  The board is faced with the possibility of the CAC not being available for basketball this year.  They are in the process of purchasing adjustable baskets for the Wedgwood Elementary School All Purpose Room and will look into getting these also for the Bells Elementary School All Purpose Room that will be used for the 7-8 girls.  The Basketball Board has asked whether the Scout Troops using these facilities could be moved to a different location during basketball season to allow for more playing time for basketball.  Parks and Recreation will try to see if the troops can be moved out of those areas.

NITROS

-  The second reading of the bylaws was tabled until the next meeting due to the lack of quorum.

-  The Board is trying to recruit more participants.

FOOTBALL

-  365 signed up during the April and June registrations.  They are low on unlimited players and may only have one (1) team instead of two (2) this year at this level.

FOOTBALL CHEERLEADING

-  Sign ups are over and all equipment has been ordered.  

-  The season starts in August with 10-12 girls on a squad.  There will be no JV squad this year.

LACROSSE

-  George Gagliardi was to take over as President of this board replacing Dave Robbins, but will not be able to do so due to family problems.  Lee Robledo is the new President.

TRACK AND FIELD

-  The season is over.  They had over 270 participants with 40 qualifying for districts and 40 have registered for the Jr. Olympics.  The program is nationally ranked now.

-  Field had to be shared with Field Hockey so only Tuesdays and Thursdays were available for practices.

SOCCER

-  1875 have registered to date. 

-  The board is in the midst of finalizing Travel Team rosters.  Girls Travel Teams have been posted.  The Boys have not as there still are not enough coaches.  

-  In the Clinic level, there are too many kids and not enough coaches.  

-  Intramural level 8 to 18 – 14-17 year old boys are low.  The Soccer Coach at the high school has stressed those playing this level should not play WTPR Soccer.  The quality of play in this age group is suffering as the better players are playing for the high school team.

-  Travel team coaches will be presented next month for approval.

-  In early August, practices will start.  The board has one position open – Fundraiser.  Chad Vilotti who held this position is now the Board’s Treasurer.  This position will be posted on Channel 13 and in the local papers.
